HANDICAPPING NOTES FOR THIS WEEK’S
NFL CONFERENCE FINAL GAMES

Q&A about this upcoming round of the playoffs and our researched answers:
How do the home teams fare in this round? You would expect the home teams to have an
edge and they are 38-31-1 55% ATS in the Finals since 1977.Vegas has been giving some extra
compensation for the home field advantage in this round. From 1977-'89 the home teams were 15-7
ATS. Since 1990 they are just 23-26-1 ATS. There have been only 3 seasons when a #1 seed didn’t
advance which was 2008, 2010 and 2012. Remember, these teams do not have the advantage of
an extra week of preparation like they did in the Semi’s last week.
How often are the spreads over a td in the Finals? There have been 25 teams that have been
favored by 7 points or more since 1990 in the Conference Final round. The big favorites are 11-14
ATS in that span, including just 5-10 ATS the last 15 occurrences including Seattle failing to cover
versus Green Bay last season.
Is covering in the Semifinal round an advantage when your opponent failed to cover? Actually,
itis just the opposite. There have been only 21 times since 1987 when a team has won in the Semifinal
round but did not cover. The public has a short term memory and those teams usually fall out of favor
and the spread compensates for their loss. These teams have actually gone 13-6-2 ATS in the finals
including a 2-gm sweep by DEN and SEA in ‘13 as both failed to cover in their DIV matchups.
How do teams fare in this round following an OT win in the Semifinal round? There have been
6 occurances dating back to 2001 when a Semifinal round game went into OT. The L/2 tms (BAL 12
and CHI ‘06) have gone on to win both SU and ATS in the Championship round. In ‘03 both CAR
and PHI won their respective Semifinal matchups in OT before meeting in the NFC Championship
a week later (14-3 CAR win). TEN beat PIT in ‘02 before losing to the Raiders the next week while
the Patriots beat OAK in the snow (Tuck Rule Gm) in‘01 with 1st yr starting QB Tom Brady leading
NE to an upset win over the Rams a few weeks later in the Super Bowl.
How do teams with the better SU record fare in this round? In the last 22 years, teams with
the better SU records are 23-23-1 50% ATS. However, in the last 2 years the team with the better
record has gone 3-1 ATS and won all 4 outright.
How do home underdogs in the AFC/NFC Title game rounds fare? Talk about RARE. Since
1986 there have been a grand total of 7 home dogs in this round (27 years!!!). Amazingly in 1997
there were TWO and both lost as DEN and GB won as AF’s. The NYG were a HD as a #1 seed
in 2000 and won while PIT lost as a #1 seed HD in 2004. In the L7Y it has happened 3 times with
Arizona winning in ‘08 with Chicago losing to GB in 2010 and Atlanta losing to SF LY.
No #1 seeds - Since 1990 when the NFL made the switch to 6 play-off teams the only 2 seasons when
a#1 seed did not advance to the Conf Finals was 2008 and 2010. Both #1 seeds have advanced to the
SB in each of the past 2 ssns. Prior to that, both teams reached on just 3 occasions since 1990.
Over/Unders - In the L13 years the Conference Finals has gone Over 17 of 28 games (push LY
between IND/NE). Since 1988 when both teams went Over in their DIV round they are 8-4 Over in
the Conf Finals. Also of note is that in the 5 games since 1993 when both teams went Under the
total in the DIV round, they also are a perfect 5-0 Over in the Finals. In 2011 and 2013 both Conf
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Finals went Under the total which was the first time since 2003.

Brady and Manning meet for the 17th and potentially final time (5th
playoff matchup) in a rematch of the '13/'14 AFC Championship (26-16
DEN win).While these 2 met TY in the 2nd half of the ssn, a gm that DEN
escaped with an OT win thanks to a late 2H comeback (key NE TO), the
contest was plyd w/o Edelman and Amendola for NE as well as Manning
for DEN.While NE did lose their past 2 AG's to end the regular ssn, keep
in mind that many of their key players were held out to be ready for the
postssn. DEN meanwhile moved to 7-2 SU (3-4-2 ATS) at "Mile High."

The Patriots are back in the AFC Championship game for the 5th
consec ssn (12th overall) following their solid home victory over the red-
hot Chiefs (11 straight wins coming in) as they helped deliver a 3% LP
Winner. The biggest news out of the NE win was the return to health of
many of their key contributors on offense as TE Gronkowski and WR's
Edelman and Amendola were on the field together for the 1st time in 6
wks (Pats avg nearly a TD more when all 3 are in the lineup). NE has
now matched up vs 7 tms with winning records in 15 and while they've
gone 5-2 SU (3-2-2 ATS), they've also been outgained in the process,
although only by 15 ypg (+3 TO's).

Despite trailingfora good portion of their contestand scoring just 17D
intheir past 27 playoff drives, DEN found a way to escape with a 7 pt win
over a wounded Steelers squad to get to their 10th AFC Championship
in Manning's 1st start since Nov 15th vs KC. While DEN was outgained
vs PIT, they do have the yardage edge (+56 ypg) TY against tms with
winning records (6-2 SU, 3-3-2 ATS).

Tough situation for us to pick a side as of presstime with the
Patriots (now healthy) solid history in the playoffs and DEN covering
each of their 2 matchups as a HD TY by 15 ppg. The Broncos will
have to do their best to chew up clock in this one and keep Brady off
the field as much as possible. With both tms sitting in the Top 10 in
both ttl and scoring D, the Under is the right call here.

First ever playoff matchup between a pair of former Heisman
Winning QB's. While the Cardinals and Panthers didn't meet this
ssn, they did match up in the 1st Rnd of LY's playoffs. CAR's 27-16
win over ARZ was a bit skewed however as the Cardinals were
forced to start their 3rd string QB following inj's to both Palmer
and Stanton (ARZ just 78 ttl yds for the gm!). ARZ has been
spectacular on the road TY with a 7-1 SU (6-2 ATS) mark while
the Panthers are still a perfect 9-0 SU (7-2 ATS) at home.

Arizona s back in the NFC Championship gm for the 2nd time in
tm history (32-25 win over PHI in '08). The lack of a running game
(just 40 yds, 80 ypg under their ssn avg) and a less-than-accurate
QB Palmer saw the Cardinals narrowly escape with an OT win LW
in the desert although GB was able to force the extra frame follow-
ing a 41-yd Hail Mary. The combo of Palmer and HC Arians have
now come out victorious in 20 of their L/23 contests. The Cardinals
moved to 5-2 SU (2-5 ATS) vs tms that finished with winning records
TY while outgaining those foes by 48 ypg (-3 TO's).

The Panthers are back in the NFC Championship for the 5th
time in franchise history although their 31-0 HT lead LW vs SEA
ended much closer than you would think with SEA att an onside
kick late in the gm trailing by 7 (SEA 403-295 yd edge). CAR is
now 5-0 SU/ATS against tms that posted winning records with a
+40 yd edge (+6 TO's).

While CAR and ARZ do enter this matchup boasting a pair of
Top 10 defenses, their offensive outputs over the ssn is the area
that we're focusing on here as they finished #1 and #2 respectively
in the NFL in scoring offense at more than 30 ppg! With a total
of less than 50 and the weapons that both tms have at QB and
WR, the victory may go to the last tm with the ball in this one.
