Carolina by 4 over NEW ORLEANS - The Saints come into this matchup well rested following their
bye after finally getting into the win column the week prior against the Chargers (trailed by 13 pts mid-
4Q). They now welcome a 1-3 Panthers squad (as of presstime) on short rest following their MNF tilt
against the Bucs (QB Newton missed w/conc). While the Saints will be a DIV HD for just the 4th time in
the L/8 ssns which includes a near upset of the NFC Champs just a ssn ago (41-38 CAR win, -6), the
Panthers (bye on deck) have come out victorious in each of the past 3 matchups and could be much
healtier with both Newton and RB Stewart expected back.

TENNESSEE by 10 over Cleveland - While the Browns have had a rocky beginning to the Hue Jackson
tenure after their 5th straight loss LW against the Brady-led Patriots (20 pt defeat, held to just 262 yds),
the Titans have been one of the few tms that they've had some recent success against with a pair of
outright upset wins the past 2 ssns that includes a 1 pt victory in Nashville back in ‘14. Following consec
